Middle Schoolers: students can design a T-shirt that includes the SPEAK UP hotline (1-866-SPEAK-UP)
and website (www.speakup.com). The T-shirt can depict a symbol, pattern or simple image that is
eye-catching), and contains a message promoting safety.
